We want to take a moment to celebrate our Year 6 children, who
received their SATs results this week. This achievement is not just
about results—it's about the journey they’ve taken to get to this
point.

Their incredible
hard work was reflected in their results. 62% percent of Year 6
children nationally achieved the expected standard in Reading,
Writing and Maths. 82% percent of our super Year 6 children
achieved the combined in Reading, Writing and Maths. These are
exceptional outcomes. Even more impressive is that the 100% of our
Year 6 children passed their Writing and Maths assessments.
